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Rotorua Top 10 Holiday Park New Development

The Rotorua Top 10 Holiday Park has a hew hot mineral pool
complex, after springs were discovered in the park's grounds.

Owner Dave Adams began drilling at the Pukuatua site in 2010 in
the hopes of discovering a hot spring stemming from the nearby
Kuirau Park.

On the third attempt they found what they were looking for and
after a bit of brainstorming, decision making and planning, work
began in late 2011.

The complex now has two stunning steaming mineral pools,
fitting up to 25 people in the larger of the two that bubble away
at 38°C to 40°C.

There is also a built-in flowing stream from one pool to the other
and a boardwalk that snakes its way around the complex, the
whole of which comes alive under beautifully illuminated lights
at night, and is surrounded by over 250 native plants.
